The League of Women Voters of Louisville’s 
Money in Politics (MIP) Committee has looked 
at 2016 data on donations to candidates for Jef-
ferson County. We’ve discovered that, for local 
office, unless a candidate has formidable patrons 
(donors), there’s very limited chance to win. Just 
focusing on state House races, we see that seven 
of 18 Louisville-area races were uncontested dis-

tricts for the incumbent. The only incumbent unseated was District 38’s Denver 
Butler, who had changed political parties. 

Local incumbents generally raised more money for their campaigns and they 
won eight of nine contested races. Two races were open seats without an incum-
bent. 

The Republican and Democratic parties spent about $10.2 million on the Gen-
eral Election for 50 state House races, according to the Kentucky Registry of Elec-
tions: an average of about $100,000 per candidate per race.

Considered in the criteria 
are the following: the award is 
bestowed only for an excep-
tional contribution, one that 
impacts our geographic area, 
and that, at the time of the 
award, the honoree is neither 

an elected official nor a candi-
date for elective office.  

The honoree need not be a 
member of the League, and the 
award may be given posthu-
mously. 

An Award Committee con-
sisting of League past presi-
dents will select the honoree. 

The award will be made at 
the League’s annual meeting to 
be held on June 5, 2017.

April 1 is the deadline for re-
ceiving nominations, which 
should be submitted to Sylvia 
Lieshoff at the League office.
